EARTH AND THE ENVIRONMENT: MATERIALS TO GATHER AHEAD
Four Winds provides a variety of kits, collections and slide sets for Nature Program lessons in addition to the templates for all puppets, puzzle pieces, diagrams, and other visual aids used in each lesson. However, there are some additional materials that volunteers will need to gather. The following items are materials not commonly found in classrooms or around the home that we will use during the year. 

General: hand lenses, plus a slide projector and screen or a computer and lcd projector.

Finding Your Way:  egg cartons.

Four Winds provides: set of 10 compasses.
Erosion and Weathering: plastic mayonnaise or peanut butter jars, hard plastic baby bottle, sprinkling water can, white dish pans, interesting rocks or beach glass.


Four Winds provides: Erosion slides/CD.
Rocks and Minerals: magnet, assortment of products made of rocks and minerals, assortment of plant or animal products.


Four Winds provides: rock sets.

Blanket of Air: plastic aquarium, small-necked glass milk bottle (many stores sell milk in these reusable bottles; ask Four Winds if you can’t locate one), small spruce cones.


Four Winds provides: bicycle air pump.

The Nature of Sound: tape player, film canisters, alarm clock or egg timer.


Four Winds provides: Sound symphony tape, tuning forks set. 

Water Cycle: plastic dishpan, spray bottle, eye droppers.

Winds Aloft: bottles of bubble mix, plastic tarp

Sunlight and Shadow: flashlights, measuring tape.
